All work must
be properly framed or gallery wrapped, and wired for hanging. Maximum size for two-dimensional work is 48”
wide. Three-dimensional work should not exceed 30”x30”x72” or weigh more than 150 pounds. Display stands
or pedestals for three-dimensional work must be provided by the artist. Touchable work must be safe to
touch, no sharp edges.

The following will Not be accepted: wet paint or inks, classroom work, duplicates, giclees or copies (with the
exception of photography and digital art). Unacceptable framing includes: clips, saw-tooth hangers, staples or
tape. Compositions from published or copyrighted reference materials are not eligible. Note: No late entries
will be accepted (no exceptions). Please arrange to have your artwork picked up on the scheduled dates. CAL has
no storage. Artwork left for more than 5days will become the property of Charlotte Art League.
