Gala opening night for ‘Power of Innovation’ exhibit

Over 100 people came from
all over the United States for
the Nov. 4, 2011 opening of
"The Power of Innovation: Art
Inside the New Energy Age,”
the juried exhibit and competi-
tion sponsored by the Charlotte
Art League (CAL) and Siemens
Energy, Inc.

Artists from around the Caro-
linas submitted work on the
themes of energy, power, sus-
tainability and innovation. Juror
Jane Allen Nodine selected 43
pieces to be shown in the final
exhibit, out of 210 total entries.

Nodine is professor of art and
director of the Curtis R. Harley

Art Gallery at the University of
South Carolina-Upstate. She
was also the program speaker

at the Dec. 13,2011 "CAL Call,”

where she talked about the
process of judging competitive
art activities.

Siemens held the competi-
tion to celebrate the opening
of their new gas turbine facility
in Charlotte. Representatives
from Siemens purchased six of
the 210 original works entered
in the competition and later in-
stalled them in the new facility.

On opening night at the
